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Abstract

The Land Forces Academy Review follows the Chicago Manual of Style. Please do not send the manuscript before consulting the Chicago Manual of Style, and editing the references and bibliography accordingly. This document gives formatting instructions for authors preparing papers for publication in the Land Forces Academy Review. These instructions give you basic guidelines for preparing camera-ready papers. The authors must follow the instructions given in the document for the papers to be published. 
You can use this document as both an instruction set and as a template into which you can type your own text. Your goal is to simulate the usual appearance of papers published in “Nicolae Bălcescu” Land Forces Academy Review. Articles should range from 4000 to 7000 words (6-10 pages), written in English. Each article should include an abstract (150-200 words) and up to five keywords. We strongly advise you to consult with a native English speaker or English language specialist concerning the fluency of your text. For items not addressed in these instructions, please refer to the last issue of “Nicolae Bălcescu” Land Forces Academy Review. This document is a template. An electronic copy can be downloaded from the review website. 
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1. INTRODUCTION
This document is a template. For questions on paper guidelines please do not hesitate to contact us.
1.1. Title and author details

Title must be in 20 pt Regular font. Author name and affiliation must be in 14 pt Regular font. To avoid confusion, the family name must be written as the last part of each author name in capital letters (Prof. John A.K. SMITH, PhD). Author details must show only one title, either the professional title (e.g. Managing Director) or the academic title (Prof./Assoc.Prof./Asst.Prof./TA/JrTA). Each affiliation must include the name of the institution and the name of the city, or country for foreign authors (e.g. “Nicolae Bălcescu” Land Forces Academy, Sibiu).

1.2. Page layout

An easy way to comply with the review paper formatting requirements is to use this document as a template and simply type your text into it. Headers, footers or page numbers must not be included. The margins must be set as follows:
· top: 2.5 cm

· bottom: 2.5 cm

· left: 2.5 cm

· right: 2.5 cm

2. Page style
All paragraphs must be indented, 1 cm, all paragraphs must be justified. The entire document must be in Times New Roman. Recommended font sizes are shown in Table 1. 
2.1. Headings and subheadings

Chapter headings must be numbered in Arabic numerals, written in capital letters, size 12, bold. Subchapter headings must be written in bold, size 12, only the first letter capitalized.

2.2. Figures and tables
Avoid placing figures and tables before their first mention in the text. Figures and tables must be centred. They must be as unambiguous as possible to be legible when printed in black and white, as shown in Figure 1. Figure captions must be centred below the figures; table captions should be centred above.

2.3. Equations
Insert equations using the command Insert/Object/Microsoft Equation. Number equations consecutively with equation numbers in parentheses flush with the right margin, as in (1). Use “(1),” not “Eq. (1)” or “equation (1),” except at the beginning of a sentence: “Equation (1) is …”
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2.4. References and bibliography
Avoid using footnotes. Number the reference items (cited within the text) consecutively in square brackets (e.g. [1]) and list bibliography (used but not necessarily cited within the text) in alphabetical order. Examples of reference items of different categories shown in the References section include:

· example of book with one author [1];
· example of book with two authors [2];

· example of book with four or more authors [3];

· example of editor, translator or compiler in addition to author [4];
· example of chapter or other part of a book [5];

· example of preface, foreword, introduction or similar part of a book [6];
· example of journal article in a print journal[7];
· example of article in an online journal [8];
· example of article in proceedings [9];
· example of article in a web site [10].
